Pavement Renewal

A $2.6 million Road Pavement Rehabilitation and
Renewal Program was one of the major projects
approved at the first Council Meeting for 2020.

Council carried out a comprehensive road
pavement review and prepared a priority list of
roads which need attention, this includes a number
of streets in Botany, Mascot, Eastlakes, Hillsdale,
Mascot and Pagewood.

The work, to be undertaken by D & M Excavations
and Asphalting, is fully funded under Council’s
Transport and Infrastructure Program.

Residents and local businesses will be notified prior
to work commencing in a particular street.

The gutter system is also being
upgraded.
