59 members of the Bexley community donated the sum of
one pound to have their name embroidered on the flag.

The flag looks unusual in that it has a red, rather than a blue, background.

In 1903, King Edward VIl approved two designs for the Australian flag;
the Commonwealth blue ensign (for official and naval purposes) and the
Commonwealth red ensign (for merchant fleet use).
